In the crossroads of the regions of
the Beaupré Coast and Charlevoix, the
nte-Anne-du-Nord River plunges
into a rocky gorge, creating the Canyon

to

Sainte-Anne, a spectacular witne
nature’s power.

At the turn of the 20th century,
the Sainte-Anne-du-Nord River was
used to float logs from lumbering
operations. To help the logs flow, part
of the dramatic gorge was created by
dynamiting. Nearly S50 years later,
while camping in the region, Jean-
Marie McNicoll was told about the
falls by a retired logger. There was no
road to the site, but McNicoll made
his way through the woods, and was
greatly rewarded by the beauty of the
site he came upon.

In time, McNicoll and his brother
acquired and leased all the property
surrounding the falls and built a
road, information center, lookout,
and restaurant. The wonder of the
canyon is now accessible to all, as the
family undertook the major feat of
building three bridges and additional
outlooks over the river, making it

possible to more casily see the natu-
alls.

the other side. At 180 feet above the
gorge, the McNicoll Bridge is the
most spectacular bridge of the three.
After viewing the canyon from
above, the Laurent Bridge allows
visitors a view of the canyon from
its bottom.
